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Today (23.06.2020) five (5) new cases were reported from Khomas and Erongo region. 

In total, Namibia reported 77 COVID-19 cases and 21 recoveries with 0 deaths. 

Thirty-nine 39 (50.6%) cases are imported while 38 (49.4%) are local transmissions.

Since 14 March 2020, when the COVID-19 outbreak was declared in Namibia, a total of 77 

cases have been confirmed. Seven (7) regions have so far been affected, of which Erongo 

region recorded the highest number of cases; 42 (54.5%) while Zambezi and Ohangwena recorded 

the least 1(1.3%).
