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Today’s Covid-19 update in Namibia contains a mixture of good and unpalatable
development. We have a new case, a possible re-infection and a recovery. It is the first
time since the outbreak of the Covid-19, that we are announcing a combination of more
than one status of different individuals. 1 will start with the new case and finish with
the recovery.

A 29-year old Namibian male tested positive for Covid-19. He becomes Case No 19.
He arrived in Namibia from South Africa and was put in quarantine. He was tested on
Day 12 before he was due to be released after 14 days. The results came out positive
for Covid-19. He will be transferred this morning from quarantine facility to the
Isolation Unit. He does not display any symptoms. His condition is satisfactory.

On the 20™ May 2020, I announced the recovery of Case No 1. Before Case No 1 was
due to be discharged, he complained of sore throat. A specimen was taken and tested
for Covid-19. The result came out positive. He has now become an active case again.
This case is subject to further scrutiny. Case No 1 however is in a satisfactory condition.

[ am pleased to announce one recovery, that of Case No 12. Case No 12 is related to
Case No 9 and Case No 13. All three cases have fully recovered.

I now proceed to give you an update on Covid-19 in the country.
