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This Directory has been produced from the
UNESCO DARE Data Bank of the Social and
Human Sciences Documentation Centre, and
is based on replies obtained from a widely
distributed questionnaire. The DARE Data
Bank is also available online - http://www.

- and on UNESCO Databases CD-ROM.

This Directory contains a systematic
updating of entries already included in the
Data Bank as well as new entries. There are
national, regional and international peace
research and training institutions.

The principal objective of this Directory
(and of the process of which it is a part) is to
make the peace research and training
capacities better known, and to contribute to
the promotion of national capacities, and to
regional and international cooperation in this
area.

The following structure was adopted:

Section I is an alphabetical index of
official names and acronyms of institutions,
including translations when available.

Section II contains full details of each
institution. Entries appear in alphabetical
order by the official name of the institution in
the country of location. Institutions of an
international or regional character are
grouped alphabetically at the beginning of the
Section.

Section III is an index of peace
specialists.

Section IV refers to the institutions' main
fields of competence.

Section V is an index of the geographical
coverage of the institutions' activities.

Section VI is an index of institutions
providing scholarships in peace studies.

Section VII is an index of the institutions'
Internet addresses.

Preface

Section VIII presents scientific peace
periodicals.

By « periodical » we mean a publication
issued at regular intervals, each issue
normally being numbered consecutively and
dated chronologically with no foreseeable
termination date. « Scientific » periodicals are
those which regularly publish original
research, field studies or articles signed by
scholars or specialists in the fields covered.

Thus publications providing news and
information about peace issues, however
useful they may be, are excluded unless they
also contain studies undertaken along
scientific lines. Similarly excluded are
periodicals that publish translations or
reprinted materials, or that are doctrinal or
aim to support or publicize an ideology.

On the other hand, it includes major
secondary periodicals that provide coverage
of the primary production. Examples are
bibliographic ~and  abstracting  journals
containing descriptive, analytical or critical
review articles.

UNESCO wishes to express its
appreciation to the institutions and journal
editors for replying to the questionnaire and
enabling us to have a better understanding of
their activities.
